However, the majority (65%) of the economy is dominated byyServices, mostly
travel and tourism. Most of Jordan’s exports go to Ira %U *India and Saudi
Arabia.

Now let’s look at imports. Unlike some other c les in the Middle East,
Jordan does not have large oil or gas reservgsS.ekor that reason, Jordan has to
import oil and gas for its energy needs. Its othersmadin imports are cars, medicines
and wheat. In 2013 CE, 23.6% of Jordan’s imporfs were from Saudi Arabia. This

was followed by the EU, with 17.6% of It_S imports. Other imports have come
from China and the United States. Q

Jordan has more free trade ag% ts than any other Arab country, and it
trades freely with many count cluding the USA, Canada and Malaysia.

agreement with the EU in E. It signed a free trade agreement with Egypt,
Morocco and Tunisia in,2004 CE. In 2011 CE, another trade agreement was made
with the EU, Egypt, co and Tunisia.
