Just as there are different spoken languages in counties around the world, each
country has its own sign language. The use of sign and spoken languages does not
differ. Both can be used to provide and share information, tell stories, have informal
discussions and give formal talks. Both have different registers and dialects, and both are
constantly evolving.

Many varieties of the Arabic Sign Language have been developed. There are almost
as many Arabic sign languages as there are Arabic-speaking countries.

Recently, the benefits of learning sign language are being promoted not only to deaf
people, but also to those with normal hearing. In some schools, sign language is being
offered as a foreign language.
