In the light of a number of serious accidents and fires in tunnels in recent years, this report makes a number of
recommendations which will reduce the risk of accidents and fires and minimise the impact of any that occur.

It is essential that drivers and their passengers are able to get out of a tunnel if there is an accident or fire. We
have two recommendations which will help make this possible. Firstly, tunnels should be made wide enough in
places to allow vehicles to turn round and go back the way they came. Secondly, there should be separate tunnels
for pedestrians in case people need to walk to safety.
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Accidents Prevention <3 sall ada
It may be impossible to eliminate accidents altogether, but we have several recommendations which will reduce
this risk. Firstly, all road tunnels over 10 kilometres long should be divided into sections, with rest areas between
the sections. Secondly, the decoration of each section should be different. This “change of view” will make the
journey less monotonous for drivers and help to prevent them from falling asleep. Lastly, tunnels should be well
ventilated.

Finally, the flow of traffic through tunnels should be regulated. This will improve overall safety. We believe that
if only one vehicle is allowed into a tunnel every five seconds, there is less chance of a multi-vehicle accident.
