Afew years ago, as many as 1,000 schools across the USA started making school years

longer by adding up to ten extra days to the school year or by making each school day longer
by half an hour . This was because it was found that secondary school students in the USA
and the UK were spending the least time at school, with an average school year of 187 days.
The typical Jordanian school year is longer than this (187 days) . However, none of these (verage
school year in Uk, USA and Jordan) ar€ nearly as long as the school year in countries like Japan and South
Korea. South Koreans attend schools for 220 days per year, and in Japan the school year

numbers 243 days. ™
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According to a study by the organization for Economic Co-operation and Development
(OECD), students in Japan, Indonesia and South Korea spend the most time studying in the
World.

Sociologist have been looking into the questions for hundred of years. They (sociologists) have
now begun to look at not just how people talk, but also how they (people) think, asking
wheather the way we understand and remember experiences is influenced by language. As a
result of these studies, they (sociologists) have come up with some interesting results.
