1. Good writing is based on a 
pattern of ovals and parallel lines.

5. All down strokes are equidistant. [image: image4.png]minimum




6. The space between words

7. Ascenders and Descenders are no more

8. Capital letters are no higher

9. Lines of writing are far enough apart

11. Letters which finish at the bottom join diagonally. [image: image10.png]



12. Letters which finish on
