With twins, however, the story might be a little different. First of all, their development is sometimes slower. It is
thought that this may be because some twins have less one-to-one interaction with adults than single babies have, and
they spend more time communicating with each other.

While this is not very common, it is certainly
fascinating. They speak — and seem to understand — strange ‘words’ and sounds that nobody else can make out. This
is known as ‘cryptophasia’. Certainly, what they say isn’t understood by anyone else, but is it really a language?
