Amazingly, although he is mpured, Fahd continues to work as a
computer programmer. Using ncw specch recognition software, Fahd now talks to his
computer, and no longer uses a traditional keyboard. But you don’t have to be injured
like Fahd to use speech recognition technology. New speech recognition technology is
useful because talking to a computer is quicker than using a keyboard, and it is a more
natural way of communicating than writing.

The first speech recognition programmes could not change speech into written
language but they could obey spoken commands, like ‘Close’ or ‘Save document’.
