Pre-school and kindergarten education is optional, followed by ten years of free, compulsory
education .

The secondary education stage , which starts at the age of 16 and ends at 18 , is optional study
for students who have completed their basic stage . At the end of the two —year period ,
students are auditioned for the general secondary examination in the appropriate branch and
those who pass are awarded the general secondary education certificate .
