Suggested answer: Sir Francis and Phileas Fogg have very different personalities. Whilst Sir

Francis gets easily angry, Phileas Fogg is calm and assured. In line 12, Sir Francis speaks in
exclamation and short sentences: “What! Not Finished”. In contrast, Phileas Fogg is calm, unsurprised
and almost amused by the situation. His sentences are more carefully considered, and he speaks
“quietly”, using polite terms such as “please” in line 18. Overall, I would say that it is much better to

react like Phileas Fogg in such a situation, as it is much more stressful to be angry.
