The life expectancy figures show that Jordan's healthcare system is successful.ln 1965 CE, the
average Jordanian's life expectancy was age 50. In 2012 CE, thisaverage life expectancy had
risen to 73.5.According to UNICEF statistics, between 1981 CE and 1991 CE, Jordan’s
infantmortalityrates declined more rapidly than anywhere else in the world — from 70deaths per
1,000 births in 1981 CE to only 32 deaths per 1,000 births in 2014 CE.

The low infant mortality rate, as well as the excellent healthcare system, hasbeen contributing
factors to Jordan’s healthy population growth, which will resultin a strong workforcewith economic
benefits for the whole country.
