It’s true that, in the future, robots will be doing more and more jobs in hospitals. In the USA, the UK
and Austrahia, hospitals are using robots to interact with patients after they’ve had operations, collect
drugs from the hospital pharmacy, and even visit patients in the ward when the doctor is not available.
The doctor can talk to the patient via the screen on these robots. In Japan, scientists have been working
on a robot which can lift a patient off the floor and into a wheelchair. Lifting patients is one of the
most difficult tasks for nurses and can be carried out as many as 40 times per day.
