One example of this phenomenon is the Garrigues area of Spain, about one hour’s drive from 

Barcelona. The area has a Mediterranean climate, but because it is high and not close to the sea, winter 

temperatures are quite low. The area has an annual rainfall level of 482mm which falls in only 47 days of the 

year, during the autumn and spring. Historically, this was a successful agricultural area; on the higher ground, the 

farmers grew almonds and vines, while in the river valleys, wheat, corn, beans and sunflowers were the traditional 

crops. The area was particularly well-known for its high quality olive oil which was grown mainly for export.
