I Remember, I Remember (Thomas Hood)

In the first stanza, Hood speaks about his childhood and where he was born with happy memories. However, the last two lines suggest that his present situation is not very good – perhaps he is ill and near death. (In fact, the poet was unwell when he wrote this.) The second stanza is about his childhood and it talks about happy memories. In the third stanza, there is a contrast between the past and the present. He says that he was in high spirits as a young person (My spirit flew in feathers then on line 21), which contrasts with how he feels now (That is so heavy now on line 22). Finally, in the fourth stanza, he thinks of how he had childish thoughts as a young person, and wants to go back to those times rather than be as he is now (lines 29–32).

9. In line 29, the poet refers to his ‘childish ignorance’. What was he ignorant about?
The poet was ignorant about the size of the world; he used to think that the tops of the fi r trees nearly touched the sky. The poet probably thought this because he was short and the trees were so tall that he thought they must touch the sky.
