A few years ago, as many as 1,000 schools across the USA started making school years longer by adding up to ten
extra days to the school year or by making each school day longer by half an hour. This was because it was found that
secondary school students in the USA and the UK were spending the least time at school, with an‘average school year
of 187 days. The typical Jordanian school year is longer than this. However, none of these are nearly as‘long-as the
school year in countries like Japan and South Korea. South Koreans attend school for 220 days per year, and in Japan,

the school year numbers 243 days.
